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Welcome to the Philosophy of Education Society 2012 Annual Meeting!


We have been fortunate again this year that many submitted thought-provoking papers and session proposals, resulting in a rich and varied program. For those who are new to PES, or becoming reacquainted, and are trying to navigate the many different sessions, here is a quick overview:

Plenary sessions
This year’s invited Kneller Lecture will be given by John Caputo on Saturday afternoon. PES President Gert Biesta will deliver his Presidential Address on Sunday morning. In addition, George Yancy will deliver a lecture in a plenary session sponsored by the Committee on Race and Ethnicity on Friday afternoon. From all 82 papers submitted for review, three were selected as General Sessions, both because of their high quality and because they illuminate this year’s conference theme of “Education, the Arts, and Social Change” in very different ways. The General Session papers are by Samuel Rocha (Friday morning), Darryl De Marzio (Sunday afternoon), and Tal Gilead (Monday morning).

Concurrent paper sessions
There will be a total of 28 paper presentations, scheduled in concurrent sets of three or four, on each of the conference days (Friday, Saturday, Sunday, and Monday morning). All papers presented in plenary and concurrent paper sessions, as well as the responses to these papers, will be published in Philosophy of Education 2012.

Alternative sessions
In addition to the single, full paper presentations, there are “alternative” sessions on Friday and Saturday afternoon and evening. These sessions can take the form of symposia, panels, and discussions of recently published books.

Work-in-progress sessions
Sunday evening is reserved for work-in-progress sessions, which are informal conversations between authors and discussants to further develop a work. No rooms are formally assigned to these conversations; participants are invited to meet and then find a comfortable place for their conversation.

Informal meetings
An important part of every conference is the opportunity to meet and reconnect with colleagues. PES facilitates this through the Opening, New Member, Kneller and Presidential receptions. New this year is the “deconstructed luncheon,” a time to meet informally in the program slot previously assigned to the Presidential Luncheon.

During the conference, the Library of Social Science will set up a display of books by PES members and other books and journals of interest to philosophers of education. The book display will be open Friday-Saturday (8am-11pm) and Sunday (8am-8pm) in the 2nd Floor Foyer.
